2010-2011 INFORMATION SHEET 
 
PURPOSE 
 
To provide annual scholarships for students pursuing a communications, marketing, public relations or related degree at 
The University of Toledo or Bowling Green State University (or another accredited university or college in Ohio or 
Michigan) who will be full-time (as defined by the institution) college juniors, seniors or graduate students during the 
2010-2011 academic year.  Scholarship recipients may re-apply in subsequent years.  Applicants must be U.S. citizens. 
  
It is anticipated that at least two $1,000 scholarships will be awarded in early May 2010 for the 2010-2011 academic year. 
Recipients will be introduced at the Advertising Club of Toledo’s lunchtime meeting on Wednesday, June 16, 2010. 
 
HOW TO APPLY 
 
1. Complete a scholarship application form. This includes an extra curricular activities sheet and no more than a one-

page essay about your career goals (as noted on page 1). The application form must be signed and dated by a faculty 
member (page 2) in your field of study. 

 
2. Obtain 

a.  Two signed letters of recommendation – at least one letter must be from a faculty member in your field of study;  
       b.  An official copy of your most recent transcript.

BASIS FOR SELECTION 
 
1. The criteria used for selection of scholarship recipients include consideration of the following: 
 
 a. Scholastic aptitude and prior academic achievement (GPA of 3.0 or above), as demonstrated by  

your transcript;  
 

b. Individual motivation, ability and potential, as demonstrated by your essay and interview with the Toledo 
Community Foundation’s Scholarship Advisory Committee (if selected as a finalist)•;  

 
 c. Recommendations from those individuals in 2a. above; 
 
 d.  Intent to pursue a degree in communications, marketing, public relations or related degree, as demonstrated by
   your transcript; and 
 
 e.  Extra curricular activities such as clubs, internships, work/study programs, as demonstrated by the attachment 
  noted on page 1 of the application form. 

 
 f. Interest in pursuing your professional career in the greater Toledo area, as demonstrated by your essay. 
 
2. Based upon recommendations from the Scholarship Advisory Committee, the Advertising Club of Toledo and others, 

the above-stated criteria may be revised from time to time as deemed appropriate by the Foundation.
